	Reduce consumption of fossil energy by transport
	· energy taxation
· CO2 emission reduction measures

· introduction of alternative fuels

· improve energy efficiency

· research, development and promotion

	Meet the EU target under the Kyoto Protocol
(reduction of GHG emissions up to 8% from the 1986´s levels)

	· system of  “burden sharing” or “target sharing”
· use of bio-fuels

· promotion of renewable energy sources

· energy performance of  buildings
· energy-efficient public procurement

· aligning the excise duties on petrol an diesel fuels

· improved logistics and more efficient freight operations, technical improvements

· promotion of rail, short sea shipping, walking, cycling and public transport, and air traffic management

	Meet EU and/or international emission reduction targets for 2010
	· implementation of appropriate emission abatement strategies for transport

· laying down stricter environmental protection standards concerning transport (engine technology, fuel quality, expert adjustments of engines)

· limiting travel speed to a level at which fuel consumption is most efficient and reducing the amount of time that engines are running idle during travel time

	Meet EU air quality standards set for protection of human health
	· limit values for the atmospheric concentrations of main pollutants, including SO2, NO2, PM10 and O3, set at levels that should prevent or reduce harmful effects on health and ecosystem
· cooperation between the environment and the health ministry

	Reduce number of people exposed to and annoyed by traffic noise levels which endanger health and quality of life
	· community noise emission limits

· harmonisation of the EU noise assessment methodology

· noise control in the rural environment and the protection of relatively quiet areas 

	Preserve biodiversity and ensure connectivity between nature areas
	· biological and landscape diversity strategy, biodiversity strategy, implementation of the EC habitats directive
· establishment of measures for reducing the risks of accidents involving animals (fences, reflectors, smell signals, etc.) and for mitigating the effects of these measures (guiding fencing for wandering, under- and over-passages).

· establish guidelines for road and rail construction that involve some measures for providing passages for animals

	Preserve biodiversity and protect designated nature areas
	· designation of areas for nature protection which  is one of the longest established and most common measures for the protection of biodiversity; various international and national regulations have been established to this end, such as the EU birds directive and the habitats directive (European Commission, 1992)
· implementation of the general framework for the conservation of habitats and species, the UN Convention on Biological Diversity
· integration of biodiversity concerns into other policy areas

· environmental impact assessments should consider alternative routes to avoid pressures on nature

	Minimise land take per transport unit
	· optimal use of existing infrastructure (the common transport policy)

· develop land use policies , including  restriction of the additional transport developments in certain areas
· integration of transport policy and land use planning to specify appropriate location of activities requiring journeys with focus on the development of Euro-corridors (ESDP)

	Reduce the number of persons killed in road transport accidents by half between 2000 and 2010 (EU-25)
	· educational programmes
· limitation of permitted blood alcohol level, speed limits

· technical measures such as safety belts and air bags

· child restraints

· traffic control measures 

· improvement of technical safety performance standards

· encouragement of the improvement of road infrastructure

	Eliminate pollution by persistent oils and prohibit illegal discharges
	· in the Mediterranean sea all discharges of oil are prohibited
· establishment of the aerial surveillance programmes to prevent or detect any violation of these regulations

· total control over of the persistent compounds and specific quality objectives for non-persistent compounds
· reduction of the marine pollution by the provision of adequate waste reception facilities in all ports

· control of observed slicks in “special areas” where discharges are prohibited

· cooperation in the field of response to accidental or deliberate marine pollution

	Prevent waste generation and reuse or recycle as much scrap material as possible
	· implementation of the directive on end-of-life vehicles, which has a strong focus on recovery, reuse and recycling of cars

· improvement in the dismantling and shredder industry

	Break the link between economic growth and freight transport growth
	· reduce the link between economic growth and freight transport demand (‘decoupling’) in order to achieve sustainable transport

· reduce congestion and other negative side-effects of transport
· fair pricing instruments and developed charge structures

	Ensure access to basic services by environment-friendly modes
	· providing maximum accessibility at the lowest cost to the environment and society 

· better integration of spatial and transport planning
· limiting developmental and operating costs for public transport and discouraging competition from private vehicles

· protecting and promoting the modes which are most energy saving, pollution free and least dangerous to others: cycling, walking and public transport

	Ensure balanced accessibility of regions and markets by different modes of transport
	· introduce regulated competition between modes and better linking the various transport modes

· unblock the major roads  through targeted investments
· promote increased use of local and regional passenger transport system 
· achieve the objectives of the EU`s common transport policy with regard to efficiency, quality and sustainable mobility

	Optimise the use of existing infrastructure capacity and revitalise rail 
	· create an infrastructure network that is interoperable within modes of transport and encourages intermodality between the different modes of transport, covers the whole territory of the Community and is capable of being connected with neighbouring countries
· concentrate efforts and funding on the network already decided upon, by targeting investment on the elimination of bottlenecks

· make technical changes to the outlined plans and the environmental provisions (better multimodal links, …)

	Investment priority for environmental friendly transport infrastructures
	· using two or more modes of transport, in an integrated transport chain – intermodality

· improving traffic conditions

· develop policy with respect to investments in more environment friendly modes

	Fair and efficient pricing across modes
	No direct targets with respect to transport user prices exist in a liberalised transport market. Fair and efficient pricing, requires correcting unpaid externalities. 

· internalisation of external costs,

· a ’rebalancing’ of transport modes, particularly in favour of rail (»modal shift«)

· controlling transport demand and decoupling transport growth from economic growth

	Fair and efficient pricing across modes
	· introduce the principle of “let users pay for the real costs of transport”
· stimulate a shift towards cleaner fuels trough differentiated fuel taxes

· stimulating fuel efficiency and a reduction in fuel demand

	Estimate and reduce the external costs of transport
	· introduce the “command and control” measures that directly reduce emissions or other kinds of external impact

· introduce the pricing mechanisms (e.g. taxes, charges, subsidies) that give incentives to change users` behaviour towards cleaner transport 

	Recover the full costs of transport including externalities from users
	· implementation of the Directive on the principles of infrastructure charging

	Reduce energy use per passenger-km and per tonne-km
	· shifting to less energy consuming modes (like rail) environmental agreement with industry on energy efficiency

· reduction of congestion

· promotion of alternative fuels

· enhancing the integration of energy-efficiency considerations into other non-energy policy and programme areas
· refocusing and reinforcing existing successful Community energy efficiency measures

·  implementation of the EU strategy to cut the average CO2 emissions of new cars sold in the EU by around one third

	Increase vehicle occupancy rates
	Measures to increase occupancy rates include schemes for favouring vehicles with more than one passenger (through-traffic privileges) and initiatives to promote car sharing. However, there are no explicit targets for these indicators at EU level.

· promote local and regional public transport services to become a more attractive alternative to private cars

· establishing the right policy framework (e.g. support for more fair and efficient pricing in transport and promotion of integrating mobility aspects into spatial planning policies)

· financial instruments used in supporting sustainable local and regional transport through the structural funds

	Load vehicles more efficiently
	· use logistics and fleet management systems to minimise empty journeys and generally increase the efficiency of freight transport (Germany example)

· combine transport chains to facilitate the interconnection of the modes and the tracking of consignments (Germany example)
· promote environment-friendly transport (Denmark example)

	Switch to cleaner and renewable fuels
	· increase use of alternative fuels, like electricity, liquefied petroleum gas (LPG), natural gas (NG), alcohol mixtures, hydrogen and bio-fuels

	Replace older, more polluting vehicles with newer, cleaner ones
	· import bans on certain vehicles or financial incentives

· inspection and maintenance programmes

	Increase share of the vehicle fleet that meets the most recent (and stringent) emission standards for new vehicles
	No target exists specifying or determining the fraction of the vehicle fleet that should meet emission standards.

· EU legislation on pollutant emissions from new motor vehicles in proportion
· determine standards for limiting the emissions

· determine standards for that require use of catalytic converters on petrol cars

	Develop and implement integrated transport strategies
	· implementation of the EU strategy on the integration of environment and sustainable development into the transport policy
· evaluation, follow up and monitoring of the implementation

· integration of environmental concerns in a transport strategy using the following instruments: integrated spatial planning, demand management, improvement of modal split, environmental measures and safety measures

	Improve cooperation between transport and environmental and spatial planning ministries;
Hence public involvement in decision making.
	· implementation of the integration objectives of the European Council that were formulated at Cardiff, Vienna and Helsinki and imply cooperation between the transport and environmental ministries
· implementation of the Convention on access to information, public participation in decision-making and access to justice in environmental matters (UNECE, 1998)

	By using indicators monitor progress and effectiveness of national transport strategies
	· develop adequate instruments and applicable data for regular evaluation, follow-up and monitoring

· evaluate the effectiveness of national and regional policy measures and strategies

	Apply strategic environmental assessment to support decisions on transport policies, plans and programmes
	· implementation of the 2001 SEA directive, which sets the legal framework for the assessment procedure (including public participation and the involvement of environmental authorities in the decision making process) and the scope of plans and programmes for which SEA (Strategic Environmental Assessment Directive) would be mandatory

	Raise public awareness and knowledge and improve transport behaviour
	· implementation of the Århus Convention on access to information, public participation in decision-making and access to justice in environmental matters (ECE/CEP/43), which aims to promote environmental education and awareness among the public through the provision of environmental information.

· develop policies aimed at awareness raising
· monitoring the effects of behaviour changes

	Access to transport services
	· better integration of spatial and transport planning
· better spatial mix of economic activities backed by improvements in public transport, cycling and walking facilities, and by restrictions on parking (at the urban planning level)

· sustain a basic level of services and public transport in small an middle-sized cities in rural areas

· improve accessibility and user-friendly services (telecommunications, e-commerce) for the purpose of downsizing/reducing travelling
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
